‘What is Plagiarism?

Plagiarism s a difficult concept to define. It inclades a range of actions from failure to use proper citation to wholesale cheating.
& student who plagiarizes may do so unintentionally or with planfil deliberation.

In "Helping Student Avoid Plagiarism" Stephen Wilhoit lsts the following types of plagiarism:

« Buying a paper for a research service or term paper mil

« Tumming in another student?s work without that smadent?s knowledge.

« Tuming in a paper a peer has written for the student.

o Copying a paper from a source text without proper acknowledgment.

« Copying materias from a source text, supplying proper documentation, but leaving out quotation marks

Include:
·      Name of author or authors (if known)

·      Title of the work – in quotes (if known)

·      Title of the web page – in italics

·      Date of last revision

·      URL (the internet address, starting with http://)

·      Date accessed (the date you visited the site)

Online Journals:

(e.g. something you found on ProQuest or SIRS, or the online encyclopedias)

 


Include:
·      Name of author or authors (if known)

·      Title of the work – in quotes (if known)

·      Title of the journal – in italics

·      volume number of the journal – in italics

·      Issue number of the journal – in italics

·      Date of publication of the journal – in italics

·      Date of last revision on the web site (if known, and if different than the date of publication)

·      URL (the internet address, starting with http://)

·      Date accessed – the date you visited the site

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Author – sometimes you have to search the page for this.  Sometimes it isn't given and you need to leave it out.�

Title of the Work – at the top of the page.�

Title of the Web Page – in the Title Bar at the top of the browser.  (Leave out "Microsoft Internet Explorer").�

Date of Last Revision – sometimes you will find it given on the page somewhere.  Otherwise, right-click on a blank area on the page, select "Properties", and use the "Modified Date" shown.�
