

What is it?

· A musical event happening all over Wisconsin in many different districts.  The event is sponsored by the Wisconsin State Music Association (WSMA).  

· Students sing music chosen from a WSMA-approved list, and are judged by WSMA-approved judges.  
· 6th graders receive only comments; 7th and 8th graders receive comments, a rating, and (hopefully!) a medal.  

· Students are judged against a musical standard of excellence, not against each other.
· A small fee (approximately $5) is required for each event entered.  Students may sing a solo and a duet and a trio, or just one or two of any type.

When?

· Saturday, March 3.  The festival runs from 8 am until 4 pm, but students are only required to be there when they perform.  Exact times are assigned in late February.
Where?

· Longfellow Middle School, 7600 West North Ave, Wauwatosa, WI.  Students are responsible for their own transportation to and from the festival.  (However, it is open to the public, so parents and family are encouraged to stay and watch!)
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What is the timeline for preparing?
· January - - choose piece(s), sign permission/commitment slip, practice independently, rehearse in Honors and one-on-one with Ms. A
· February - - practice independently, rehearse in Honors and one-on-one with Ms. A
· Feb. 27-Mar. 2 - - perform your piece in school for a small class of younger students
· Sat, Mar. 3 - - Performance Time!  (
If I’m interested, what do I do next?

· Discuss with friends the possibility of doing a duet and/or trio together.
· Have a parent sign this form or contact Ms. Altman (via phone or email) to make a commitment to perform at the festival.  (Fees cannot be returned once a student has made a commitment to perform.)
· Continue to come to Honors rehearsals; this is when we’ll work on the music.

WSMA Repertoire . . . Choose from these songs!
Rules
· If you sang at festival last year, you must choose NEW pieces.

· You can only choose ONE solo, ONE duet and/or ONE trio.

· Class B is mildly harder than Class C (thus, the judge will be a bit pickier on class B pieces).

· You are allowed to double parts on Class C duets and trios.  In other words, 4 people can sing a duet – 2 per part – for more sound and confidence.  This is not allowed in Class B.
