What you need:

1. Audacity and the “Lame” mp3 builder plugin 

a. Audacity may be downloaded from http://audacity.sourceforge.net/
b. Lame may be downloaded from http://www-users.york.ac.uk/~raa110/audacity/lame.html
c. Follow the directions for installing lame at: http://audacity.sourceforge.net/help/faq?s=install&item=lame-mp3
2. An account at Blogger.com (http://www.blogger.com/home)

3. An account at Feedburner.com (www.feedburner.com)   You’ll use feedburner and smartcast to get the job done.

4. A folder on arachne that is designated to hold the media files that you create.  

Creating a Podcast (at your own risk and down and dirty style):

1. Open audacity and create an audio file.  Save the audio file as an mp3 onto a folder on the web server, arachne

2. Go to your blogger.com blog and create a new post.  Give it a title.  In the body of the post make a link to the file on arachne (you’ll need the exact http://... address to make a proper link).

3. Publish your blog.

4. Copy the URL of your blog and go to feedburner and create your feed by pasting the URL into the obvious field at feedburner.

5. Once your feed is created, you’ll need to “smartcast” your feed.  Click the smartcast button at feedburner to make this happen.  

6. Copy the address that feedburner creates for you.

7. Go to iTunes…and go to the Podcast direction…click the button that says, “Submit a Podcast.”  You’ll need an iTunes music store account to proceed.  Paste your feedburner address into the appropriate feed in iTunes and click continue.

8. Your podcast will take a little while to become available via iTunes.  When it is, subscibe to it by going to Advanced and choosing subscribe to podcast.  Paste that feedburner URL into place and you’ll be good to go.

9. Updating podcasts:

a. If you create another mp3 file, save it to that same folder on the web server

b. Make a link to it from your blog

c. That is it…you do not need to go to feedburner or iTunes again…feedburner and iTunes make the magic happen for you automatically.
