1.  Entries can be no longer than two pages, typed, and double-spaced.  They should be in 12 point Times New Roman font.

2.  Entries can be assignments you have done for class or writing you’ve done independently, but they should be from this year.

3.  Entries should clearly express ideas and present information in an organized manner.

4.  Entries should contain superb word choices.

5.  Entries must contain correct conventions.  

6.  Entries should contain content appropriate for a school publication.

7.  Make sure to include your full name and the date in the top right corner of your entry.
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1.  Be sure to save a copy of your work into your network folder (My Documents)

2.  E-mail the file as an attachment to estreicher@usmk12.org, making sure your name and the date are in the top right corner.  
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1.  Draw all visuals (comic strips, cartoons, advertisements) using black felt-tip ink.  Sharpie markers would work.  (Other inks and leads do not scan well.)
