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You have the opportunity to read a biography in the next several weeks and then present the information about your individual “in character”!  Here are the steps you should take.

1. Get the approval of an autobiography or biography from me by Thursday, January 24th.
2. During the end of January and the month of February, read and take notes on this book. (This book will be considered one of your ORBs for your reading log.) You must take notes using the note form we created in class.  It is possible that your book might not contain all the required information—Just tell me if this is the case.
3.   By February 2nd you should have ¼ of your book read and notes taken.
By February 9th you should have ½ of your book read and notes taken.

By February 16th you should have ¾ of your book read and notes taken.

By February 23rd you should have completed reading your book and taken all the notes.

3. By March 12th, you should have a script written that includes all the required information from your notes.  It should be written in note form or in complete sentences, whichever is most helpful to you. You will use this script for your presentation as “the character”. It should be written in sequential order and as though you are telling “your” story. I will spot check to make sure the script is completed. If I see a problem, you will have the week of March 13th-16th to make changes. Our aim is to complete the project work prior to spring break. The presentation will be given after spring break.
4. Plan and decide what “costume” you will wear as “your character”. Decide what props you could use to enhance your presentation. You can think about the costume and props while you are reading your biography.

5. Give your presentation on the assigned day.  We will pick names out of a hat ahead of time to see who will go on what days starting April 4th to April 11th (after spring break). Your presentation should last about 4-5 minutes and not any longer than 8 minutes.  You may be surprised that this isn’t a very long time. I know you will have fun with this! After the presentation, you will turn in your script to me.
6. Most of the preparation will be outside of class.  I will help you at times during class in regard to note taking and script writing.  Good luck!
