1. Abraham Lincoln’s son Robert held this cabinet position during a future presidential administration.

2. The total number of generals, Union and Confederate, that were killed or mortally wounded during the Civil War.

3. This Union private found Lee’s Special Order No. 91 wrapped around three cigars near Antietam on September 13, 1862.

4. This 1862 battle was the largest Civil War battle west of the Mississippi.

5. This Virginia town was occupied by Union and Confederate armies more than any other during the war, as it changed hand over 50 times.

6. This bloody 1864 battle in Virginia was named after a nearby tavern that did not serve hot meals.

7. The only Confederate general born in  Texas, this man was the final Confederate general to die, passing away in 1928.

8. George Pickett took a job selling this in Norfolk, Virginia, after the Civil War.

9. “Pop-skull”, “bust-head”, and “rifle knock-knee” were all names given to this substance by Confederate troops.

10. What Union general was killed by a sharpshooter moments after he said “They couldn’t hit an elephant at this distance”?

11. This Union general was referred to as “a damned old goggled-eyed snapping turtle” by his subordinate officers.

12. This very flamboyant Civil War officer, known for his golden hair, ranked last in his class in West Point (for excessive demerits).

13. The last time the Confederate flag was officially lowered was aboard this ship in England in November of 1865.

14. This was the city with the largest population in the Confederacy during the Civil War.

15. African American troops first saw combat in this Missouri battle in October 1862.

16. The 3rd Louisiana Infantry was better known by this name during the Civil War.

17. This term was given to barrier made of trimmed trees or timbers fitted with long stakes, pointed outward.

18. This was the location of the northernmost Confederate attack during the war, in which soldiers took $200,000 from the local bank.

19. Of the five pictures John Wilkes Booth had with him when he died, this was the only person in the pictures who was not an actress.

20. This is the only Confederate general with a statue in the Washington, D.C.

21. This was Robert E. Lee’s second horse, although he usually rode his favorite mount Traveler.

22. This former President died during the Civil War, but his death was not officially mourned in Washington D.C. due to his vote for secession.

23. The 15th  Wisconsin Regiment was given this nickname due to the ethnic makeup of its soldiers

24. The 8th Wisconsin regiment was known for its bald eagle pet with this famous nickname.
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
