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	The colonel who commanded the First Wisconsin Volunteers
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	The first Wisconsin man to be killed in battle in the Civil War.

	The name of the battle at which the first Wisconsin soldier died.
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	The Third Wisconsin regiment rounded up secession-minded lawmakers in order to stop this border state from leaving the Union in 1861.  
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	The number of days Louis Harvey served as governor, until he died in an accident while visiting wounded Wisconsin troops at Shiloh.
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	This Indian tribe, led by Little Crow, raided Minnesota citizens in 1862, and Wisconsinites though the “Indian scare” would come to them.
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	In October of 1861, this man was named to general of the troops that become known as the Iron Brigade.
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	The battle at which George McClellan remarked “they must be made of iron”, giving the Iron Brigade its famous name.
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	The name of the Confederate ram sunk in a daring plan by William B. Cushing of Waukesha County.
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	The last words of Wisconsin native Alonzo Cushing, a Union hero of the artillery at the third day of Gettysburg.
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	The original nickname of the Iron Brigade, taken for a distinctive style of head ware worn by the troops.
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	Milwaukee insurance agent W. Yates Selleck was instrumental in creating a cemetery at this battlefield.
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	This 1863 Wisconsin Supreme Court decision stated that Lincoln’s suspension of habeas corpus was illegal.
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	The number of infantry regiments provided by Wisconsin during the Civil War.
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	This widow of a Wisconsin governor pushed Abraham Lincoln for the creation of hospitals for the soldiers of Wisconsin.
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	The name of the poem by Dane County resident Ella Wheeler that expressed the sadness of losing a loved one in the war, including the line “Lady, your husband, too, is dead.”
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	The first cheese factory in Wisconsin was established during wartime at this Fon du Lac location by Chester Hazen
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	When challenged to a duel by Democrat Roger Pryor of Virginia over remarks made about an anti-slavery speech, Wisconsin Congressman John Potter chose these weapons.
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	This ship, carrying many prominent Milwaukee Irishmen, sank in Lake Michigan in 1860 and changed the face of Milwaukee politics and culture.
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	Many of the members of Company K of the Thirty Seventh Wisconsin regiment came from this Wisconsin reservation.
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	Battle at which Colonel Dawes of the Iron Brigade “took the blue color of the state of Wisconsin, and waving it, called a rally of Wisconsin men” as they fought in a terrifying cornfield.  
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	The Gaelic battle cry used by the mostly Irish Wisconsin 17th during a fearless bayonet charge at Shiloh – it means “Clear the way”.

	African Americans from Wisconsin made filled the roster of Company F of this regiment of the USCT.
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	This was Wisconsin’s largest single crop each year of the Civil war.
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	The 1861 lynching of this Milwaukee African American led many black Milwaukeeans to move out of the state.
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	After closing its doors for a while during the Civil War, this school changed its name to Ripon College upon reopening.
