SKELETON BIBLIOGRAPHY
Due Friday Rocktober 22
· Your resources are an important part of your project, and they will be evaluated for reliability, breadth, and how you use them.  You need to locate and acquire both primary and secondary sources and list them in a skeleton bibliography, turned in by Friday, Rocktober 22.  Your bibliography must be printed.
· You are required to find at least three (3) different primary resources for your skeleton bibliography.  One of these resources must be annotated, following the examples provided in your NHD handout.  These primary sources may be interviews, journals, diaries, newspaper or magazine articles …
· One of your primary sources must be from the ProQuest Historical Newspapers, demonstrated in class.  

· You are required to find and acquire at least four (4) print (book) resources for your skeleton bibliography.  One of these resources must be annotated, following the examples provided in your NHD handout.  Do not list books that you have not physically acquired (in other words, you need to have the books in your greasy hands).
· You must divide your bibliography into primary and secondary sources and alphabetize your sources in each section.

· You are required to list and attempt to contact and include at least one (1) individual, group, museum, organization, or historical site by the time your skeleton bibliography is due.  List that organization and contact on your bibliography.
· You must identify at least one resource you will be using for context for your research.  

· Your resources must be cited using proper MLA format.  Examples are available in your NHD handout, and you can also use the citation machines available online.

· Please consult the evaluation rubric on the reverse of this sheet.  This checkpoint is worth 5 percent of your overall NHD grade for the year.
